Among our many blessings, the greatest is our family. We praise God for the wedding 
of our son, Chris to Nia in 2005 and look with anticipation to the birth of our first grand-

child in 2006. We are also thankful for my mom’s continuing recovery from cancer. 

Our mission to Novokuznetsk, Siberia in 
February will join Mike and Tim Zello for a 
Russian LTI (Leadership Training Institute). 
We will serve and train staff for ministry 
and outreach .  

In  Russia,  A/G Missionaries Janet and Ilya  
have battled organized crime, political op-
pression and religious opposition to birth a 
thriving church and Teen Challenge Centre 
with over 125 students. God is doing excit-
ing things there. When I am not working 
with LTI, I will be training and preparing 
their choir for ministry and high school out-
reach. 

Russia  has a population of 143.5 million.  
While many know about the alcohol prob-
lem in Russia, it is important to note that ten  
million,  7 % of the population are addicted 
to drugs.  Almost half began abusing drugs 
at the age of 13 or 14 years old. 

Forty percent of the male population of the 
country are alcoholics, and the average age 
that they begin drinking has gone down to 
12 or 13 years old. 

There are 1.1 million prisoners, and  37 
million pensioners.  Two out of 3 mar-
riages end in divorce and there are 2 abor-
tions for every live birth, or 3 million  abor-

tions a year. There are 4 million  abandoned 
kids and 10 million children living with a 
single mother. 

Sixty percent  of the Russian population is 
on the edge of a nervous breakdown and the 
Russian population is decreasing  by one 
million people each year. 

Pray for the TC leadership, that they might 
have wisdom and courage; that they will 
make the decisions necessary to set a course 
and be the example that will lead their coun-
try back to a solid foundation. This founda-
tion can only be found in the Lord!! 

As you pray for this mission,  pray for  my 
continuing ministry as I travel on to Ka-
zakhstan, Feb 14 to 21 . I have been invited 
to return to    
minister at the 
General Council 
of the Assemblies 
of God in  
Kazakhstan !   

Cathy and I will 
be in South    
Africa and Swazi-
land in March.
