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We are praising God for His amazing protection of Kevin. On 10 May, on his way up to Hawane in the pouring rain, a dog ran out across the road and then back into the car, Kevin reacted by slamming on brakes in the rain & rolled his Condor. The roof of the car was flattened down to the level of the seats backs- everywhere except over his head! Incredibly, Kevin walked away with only two tiny scratches. How great is our God!  The close call brings sharply into focus the spiritual battle we are in. The Condor is a write-off. The vehicle was insured but the payout will not cover the purchase of a replacement. However, we praise God that we have nothing worse to deal with than the demise of a car!
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There has been much to celebrate in the past couple of months. The Lord has been busy here!
Congratulations to Wafuka, who was ordained on 22 May, through AG, and is now Reverend Wafuka Kapolesa. The TCMI students and all the children from Hawane Farm joined to witness this milestone, and celebrate with him. Wafuka continues to lead Hawane Farm, but is hoping to return to his home country of Zambia within two years, to begin an ICBC (In Community By Community) project there.
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The ICBC project of Hawane (Hawane CLC) is thriving. The church continues to grow, and the community are becoming more and more motivated to help each other. One gentleman living in the area, Mr N, had severely debilitating sores on both his feet, preventing him from walking (pic left). His condition had been pronounced untreatable by the Mbabane Government Hospital. Apparently hopeless, he had been sent home to die.  He was very angry with God and wanted nothing to do with Him. Through the loving medical care he has been receiving from Nurse Jane & the medical outreach team, who go out into the Hawane community each week, attending to the sick in the rural homesteads, Mr N has recently given his life to the Lord and is now regularly attending the HCLC church, thanks to Pastor Augustine who has been driving to collect those who are too ill to walk to church. The Lord has been healing Mr N’s feet, and last week he was able to put on a pair of shoes and WALK to church...now as an active believer, a part of the body of Christ!! (pic right)
We are very excited about the new bakery at Hawane CLC. Metro Ministries very kindly donated a mobile bakery to help to feed vulnerable children in the area. The first batch of bread was produced 2 weeks ago, and turned out really well! The bread will be distributed from the feeding station at Hawane CLC, to provide meals for those in the community that are going hungry. Many of these children do not have the [image: image7.jpg]B



luxury of even one meal a day. We hope to run the feeding station 3 times a week, to try and fill in the gaps for them. The limiting factors are the diesel to fuel the ovens, and the ingredients that we need to bake with. But it’s an exciting project. As well as receiving bread, the children will receive the Word of God from those helping at the feeding station. We are praying many lives will be touched by this practical ministry. 
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Building at the Ezindwendweni, Lavumisa ICBC project has begun. There are 3 steel roof-structures up already.  On 22 May a team of 5 from Dayton CLC, Ohio arrived to begin construction of the walls of the church building. This is being done with a new system of building, using Eco-zone sand-bags. The sand for the sand-bags is collected from the river bed at Ezindwendweni, making it a much cheaper way to build than using conventional blocks. Conditions are rough for the construction team. They are camping with very primitive facilities – no running water or electricity. With the help of the many willing hands from the community, progress is being made. There is still a long way to go, though. Nurse Jane has begun weekly community clinics in Lavumisa also. The need is great. We are praying for another volunteer nurse to help her. Nokhthula will be returning at the end of the year, once she has finished her training in South Africa as an auxiliary nurse. Nokhthula is coping admirably with her studies.
On Hawane Farm, things are going well. The TCMI Life Skills students are working hard on the farm, continuing to grow vegetables to provide food for the entire ministry, and now tending to livestock too. We have 23 piglets, 7 of which will be kept for breeding, the remainder raised to meat, and the number of free-range indigenous chickens is increasing. Academically, the students did exceptionally well in the first semester of the year. Timothy has developed a good balance for them between the farming & other studies. 

Semester 2 has just begun, for both TCMI and the children. Our children are always happy to return to school though, and regard it as a privilege to be able to attend. We have several young volunteers staying on the farm at the moment, from the UK, USA & Canada. They are a great blessing, helping wherever they are needed, but particularly giving the children extra-coaching in their studies, and encouraging them to keep fit, with regular exercise programmes & sports.
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Mandla is now walking up & down the road to the pre-school every day, accompanied by his house-mother (pic right). Incredible, when we remember how he came to us in September 2009, unable even to straighten his legs (pic left). God has done an amazing work in him. Mandla is still not talking, but we don’t give up hope on that, and ask you to keep praying for him. He has a brilliant smile for everyone, and is a very special young man.
Banele celebrated his 14th birthday this week! Praise God for sustaining him. He has not been well, though, so ask that you continue to lift him up in your prayers too. Now winter is here again, we’d appreciate prayer for all the children on the farm to weather the winter well, and not fall prey to the cold & flu bugs that are so prevalent at this time of year, and that are so dangerous to our most vulnerable children.

At Teen Challenge Emafini, we have been encouraged by the response of some of the parents of students to the Parent Support Programme that is now offered periodically. Parental interest has rarely been displayed over the past 13 year’s history of Teen Challenge Swaziland, but at last there is a glimmer of hope. The focus of Potter’s Wheel Church is very much on raising ‘fathers’ in this nation. We believe this is over-spilling to Teen Challenge. We are also seeing a greater degree of spiritual progress in the lives of the TC students, with wonderful Spirit-led chapel times.  
It really has been an encouraging start to 2010, and we are excited to see what the next half brings.

We are so thankful to all who make it possible to continue in this ministry. Thank you for your prayers, which we truly could not do without; and for your support in so many varied ways. Nothing done for God’s Kingdom is insignificant; everything is important in making the difference. Thank you so much for helping.
