At the same time that you roll back urban blight, you will help an organization preparing to meet needs of Port Louis restoring lives and families to make a solid contribution to the future of our community.
Our Mission:  Teen Challenge is a locally operated, faith-based NGO that is being launched to offer aid, support and free residential care to young men, women and families suffering from life-controlling problems such as drugs and alcohol and criminal behavior. 
The Mauritius Center will offer:

· free drug treatment and care at the residential level

· counseling at  the intervention level

· outreach and programs at the prevention level
· Community Health Care
· Vocational Training

· Community Action Groups (APPEL) 
· Literacy Training
These prevention, intervention and residential programs target men, women, families and children “at risk” helping them to become mentally sound, emotionally balanced, socially adjusted, physically well, and spiritually alive.  Assistance (a hand up-not a hand out) is provided, without regard to race, social background, religion or creed.
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The Project:  Teen Challenge wishes to launch a full-service community care facility including a male residential treatment in the abandoned property in Roche-Bois. The building has been vacant for years and now is a dangerous place used only by addicts to hide as they indulge their addictive behaviors. 
The Program:  Men will enter Phase 1 for four months to move from “at risk” surroundings, confront the opportunity to live drug-free and make basic life decisions in a structured environment. The Teen Challenge will offer not only environmental change and opportunity to detox, but practical life skills to cope with the roots of their addiction. They will complete 14 group studies, 8 Character studies and 8 personal studies in the academic division, job skills training in the vocational division and social interaction within 4 months. Following completion of these basic studies they are awarded a graduation certificate and advance to Phase II
In Phase II the learners will continue further vocational, educational and character development for an additional eight months to nurture fresh vision, stability through new and effective life style habits, and tools to minimize the likelihood of relapse.

After completing the program, students are encouraged to commit 6 additional months to the program as an intern where they receive continued interactive mentorship and the opportunity to “give back” by serving the community.
