Teen Challenge of Cambodia
has begun officially since No-
vember, 2008, where it is offi-
cially registered with the Min-
istry of Social Affair which is
under the Royal Government
of Cambodia. We have been
helping more than 40 young
adults and children, and we
are now caring for 25 students
in our care at the moment. As
our program is continuing to
serve our beneficiaries, we are
in the process of doing some
types of income generation to
help contributing toward our
daily program expenses. We
have grown a few types of
vegetable with participation of
our students and staff to help

Every child is made in the im-
age of God, with intrinsic value
and worth.

the Teen Challenge Center, our

goals are to look for and find
these children, remove hin-
drances, and introduce them
to the Lord Jesus. Most of the
children in our ministry come

from the city’s street plat-
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raising a certain amount of
dollars to cover up while our
operational cost is too heavy.
We will also gradually plan to
raise chicken, cow, and do
some handcraft during this
year. Hopefully, we are able
to receive a certain amount
of dollars through our income
generation program. At this
stage, we are also facing the
challenges in starting up this

program
